WEATHER REPORT: COLD 

ENOUGH TO FREEZE THE BALLS 

OFF A BRASS MONKEY!  

 

In the heyday of sailing ships, all war ships 

and many freighters carried iron can-

nons.  Those cannons fired round iron cannon 

balls.  It was necessary to keep a good supply 

near the cannon.  However, how to prevent 

them from rolling about the deck?  The best 

storage method devised was a square-based 

pyramid with one ball on top, resting on four 

resting on nine, which rested on six-

teen.  Thus, a supply of 30 cannon balls could 

be stacked in a small area right next to the 

cannon.
