Angora Fire lessons learned. 

 

Can you believe it has been five years since the 

notorious Angora Fire, a fire that was more 

damaging than it should have been?  According 

to one source, the biggest problem was the over-

abundance of fuel. 

 

 An untended campfire (bonehead move #1) es-

caped into a fuel-laden forest.  Whether human-

set or lightning-ignited, the Angora Fire was an 

inevitability given the forest conditions. .The 

ground and ladder fuels were sufficient to carry 

the fire into tree tops, and the trees were close 

enough together and continuous enough to carry 

a canopy fire.
