THE SCHOOL 
Pinewood Elementary School is multiple time 
California Distinguished School with an en-
rollment of approximately 380 students. Pine-
woodôs curriculum emphasizes rigor in liter-
acy and mathematics. Kindergarten ï third 
grade students participate in the research-
based leveled PALS (Phonics and Literacy 
Skills) program. The school also has an inter-
vention/ acceleration program that happens 
during the school day as well as a Title 1 sup-
port program. The Step Up to Writing pro-
gram is implemented school-wide. Fourth 
grade students participate in weekly music 

lessons. Pinewoodôs technology infrastructure 
includes a school-wide meshed wireless net-
work, two computer labs and some Chrome-
books.

It was developed 

after years of complaints by 

residents, and years of study 

by the Board of Supervisors.  

It is somewhat localized. 

 

An unofficial study, based on complaints made 

to local business owners, and in local restau-

rants,  shows that the three most frequent, and 

most obnoxious 

violations are 

signs nailed to liv-

ing trees, the plac-

ing of signs on  

property other 

businesses prop-

erty, and the big, 

flapping ñfeatherò 

flags that have 

been kept up long 

past the 30-day 

limit for that type 

of signage. 

 

The feeling among potential customers 

(translation: the people who will NOT buy 

from a business that does these things) is that 

they are obnoxious, and chase business away.  

People live, and visit here to see the trees, not 

the signs, and they donôt like it. 

 

If you put a sign on someone elseôs property 

without their permission, they can take it down, 

no questions, no warning.  Generally, sign vio-

lations should be reported to El Dorado County.  

There is a form to report violations on, and 

SHIPSHAPE USA on Pony Express Trail has 

the forms.  They will also fax your report, for 

free, to Code Enforcement.
